On the day of arrival, the pitch booked will be at your full disposal 
from 1 p.m. until 11 a.m. on the day of departure. Please respect the 
borders of your pitch.

Please register immediately at the reception upon your arrival. To 
ensure a smooth registration process, we require a valid identity card 
or passport.

Day visitors are to be registered at the reception before their arrival.3

Guests who depart after 11 a.m. will be charged a corresponding fee.4

Vehicles are to drive at walking speed on the entire campsite. 
The vehicle is only to be moved during arrival and departure or for
 day trips. Trips within the campsite are prohibited. In particular, cars 
are not to be moved during the night hours (10.30 p.m. to 7 a.m.).

Persons are to refrain from making any excessive noise during the
night hours (10.30 p.m. to 7 a.m.). Please do not disturb other 
campers with loud music, for example, and show consideration for
 each other.

Cleanliness and tidiness are very important to us. Hence, the 
sanitary facilities are to be kept clean at all times. Children under 
the age of 6 are only allowed to use the facilities when 
accompanied by a parent or authorised guardian. In addition, the 
pitch you have rented must be kept clean and tidy.

Unnecessary water consumption is to be avoided. Water is preci-
ous, so please be mindful of this.

8  

Waste water is to be collected in a container intended for this
purpose. These containers are to be emptied at the sanitary sta-
tion provided for this purpose. Disposal into the ground and di-
rectly into the drainage/sewage system is prohibited.

9  

Waste is to be correctly separated and disposed of accordingly at
 the recycling station.

10  

Barbecuing is permitted on a proper barbecue on your own pitch.
Disposable grills and open fires, e.g. fire bowls, campfires and 
fireworks, are strictly forbidden on the campsite grounds for safe-
ty reasons. The generation of excessive smoke or odours is to be 
avoided.

11  

Dogs must be kept on a leash throughout the campsite premises.
Dog owners are to ensure that their dogs leave the common area
to defecate. Dog faeces must be picked up without exception and 
disposed of properly. Dogs are not permitted to swim in Lake 
Constance or to enter the sanitary buildings.

12  

Commercial transactions and sales are prohibited on the campsite.13  

The administration is entitled to require offenders to leave.14
